This ribbon will not be available at any other time during celebration. 
Ribbons for 1st through 3rd place will be awarded in each category. 

A Grand Prize Trophy will be awarded to the overall best entry in all categories.
Awards will be announced and distributed at approximately 10:30 a.m. on the Main Stage
